This area is very overgrown and has dead trees and brush within 100' of homes.  Suggest working with neighboring properties in these areas to get 100' defensible space for all dwellings in the community.

25 to 50% of homes have no wooden attachments. More than 75% of homes have multi-
paned windows. 50-74% of homes have cleaned and maintained their roof and
gutters. More than 75% of homes have metal gutters.

Less than 25% of homes have treated vegetation and have created a combustible free area
in their 0-5 ft. Immediate Zone. Less than 25% of homes have treated vegetation and have created a combustible free area in their 5-30 ft. Intermediate Zone. 25-50% of homes have treated vegetation and have created a combustible free area in their Extended Zone. The area is adjacent to wildlands with accumulated fuels.
	Recomendations: Less than 25% of homes need to upgrade to metal, tile, or Class A shingles. More than 75% of homes need to upgrade to non-combustible soffit vents with mesh. More than 75% of homes have non-combustible siding. Less than 25% of homes need to add skirting underneath raised floors/decks. 25-50% of homes have wooden attachments. More than 75% of homes do not have treated vegetation and have not created a
combustible free area in their 0-5 ft. Immediate Zone. More than 75% of homes do not have treated vegetation and have not created a combustible free area in their 5-30 ft. Intermediate Zone. More than 25% of homes do not have treated vegetation and have not created a combustible free area in their Extended Zone.

For all homes in the West Lake Firewise Community, properly implemented defensible space and Firewise home construction is the most important recommendation for home survivability.  Often homeowners will assume that because they have adequately constructed their homes from noncombustible materials and have cleared vegetation around the structures, firefighters will be able to save their homes.  However, defensible space needs to be maintained and re-assesed throughout the fire season.  Connecting, or linking, defensible space between homes creates a larger fuel break, providing greater protection from adjacent vegetation.   

Some homes in the community have wooden fences attached to their homes. We recommend maintaining wooden fences in good condition and maintain a noncombustible (metal) fence section or gate next to the house for at least five feet. 

Soffit vents: Use manufactured and CA approved vents to retrofit existing attic, soffit, basement, foundation, and gable vents where possible.
Alternatively, Cover all existing vent openings with 1/8-inch or 1/16-inch wire mesh.   

Less than 25% of the homes have treated vegetation and created a combustible free zone within 0 to 5 feet of their home.  Science tells us this is the most important zone to take immediate action on as it is the most vulnerable to embers. START WITH THE HOUSE ITSELF then move into the landscaping section of the Immediate Zone.
1. Clean roofs and gutters of dead leaves, debris and pine needles that could catch embers.
2. Replace or repair any loose or missing shingles or roof tiles to prevent ember penetration.
3. Reduce embers that could pass through vents in the eaves by installing 1/8 inch metal mesh screening.
4. Clean debris from exterior attic vents and install 1/8 inch metal mesh screening to reduce embers.
5. Repair or replace damaged or loose window screens and any broken windows Screen or box-in areas below      patios and decks with wire mesh to prevent debris and combustible materials from accumulating.
6. Move any flammable material away from wall exteriors – mulch, flammable plants, leaves and needles, firewood piles – anything that can burn. Remove anything stored underneath decks or porches. 

All address signs are not readable from the road. Having a highly visible address sign isn’t just visually appealing; it also promotes safety. Should you ever require emergency service from first responders, you want to ensure they can easily locate your home. Having a visible address can shorten the arrival time of emergency services.
